Dear People of God 
 

Today, as we all know, is the feast of the Holy Family. The Family of Joseph, Mary and Jesus is indeed a holy 
one, not because Jesus the Holy One was born there, but because each of them was holy and full of faith. I 
don’t think it is an easy thing for any man who discovers that the girl he was about to wed is pregnant by an-
other Person. It may even be too difficult for him to accept that girl as a wife simply because he was told in a 
dream that she was innocent. It was not easy for Joseph, but he scaled through all the confusions and perplex-
ing situations of life because he used his sense of Faith. How do we use our sense of faith?  
 

Sense of Faith is that which helps us to perceive without doubt the truth of divine revelation. Though, hard to 
believe that Mary was pregnant through the power of God and by the overshadowing of the Holy Spirit, Jo-
seph still believed without doubt, what he was told in a dream. If joseph had doubted the dream and acted 
otherwise, salvation history wouldn’t have been the same. 
 

On the part of Mary, it was not easy either. Knowing fully well that she was betrothed to Joseph and prepar-
ing for a wedding, it was not easy to say ‘YES’ to the angel’s message without her husband’s consent. She did 
that because she believed in a God who can touch and change the hearts of husbands, and maybe, she also 
believed that Joseph, for his love of God, will accept the situation because it came from God. She presumed 
Joseph’s faith and right disposition towards God’s message. Apart from that, Mary also knew that if God 
would not prove Himself, she would be stoned to death for getting pregnant outside wedlock as was the Jew-
ish custom at the time. She was not deterred by her fears and confusions. Her sole concern was to do the will 
of God.  
 

Jesus himself did not find it easy at all. I do not think it is easy to abandon riches willingly in order to become 
poor. God became man and was willing to taking human orders. For instance, when he was found in the tem-
ple as a young man full of zeal for God’s house, He had to obey, His parents. Each and all of the together as a 

family, had their challenges, but they overcame all because their sole desire was to do the will of God, to 
please God. This was shown in today’s gospel. To please God the parents of the Child Jesus came to present 
him to the Lord, in obedience to the command of God handed down from Moses and the prophets. The Letter 
to the Hebrews says: ‘without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe 

that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him.’ (Heb. 11:6) 
 

Faith in God gives meaning to our love of God and neighbour. we cannot love God if we do not believe in 
him. God is LOVE (1 John 4:8). How then can one love without first of all believing in LOVE? Abraham 
loved God and wanted to please him at all cost. At God’s command, he even attempted to sacrifice his only 
miracle child, Isaac. The first reading says: ‘Abram put his faith in the Lord, who counted this as making him 
justified.’ God approves of his faith. Mary loved God and wanted to please him at all cost not minding the 
consequences of carrying a pregnancy that was not from the husband. She was ever ready to obey God. She 

said to the Angel, ‘Behold, I am the handmaid of the Lord let what you have said be done unto me.’ Joseph 
loved God too and did what the Angel told him in the dream. 

Faith to please God is the strength of the family love. This also applies to our St Brigid’s Parish/School fami-

ly. We may have our challenges, misunderstandings, misconceptions, misjudgements, mismanagements, etc. 

in the family, but our faith, our trust in God will still keep us loving till our life’s end. It is this kind of faith 

that will make God to justify us for His everlasting love in heaven. St Paul says that only three things, of the 

all the accompaniments of our life’s journey, last: faith, hope and love. And the greatest of them is love. May 

there be Love in our families. May our love be purified by our faith and nourished by our hope of eternal glo-

ry.  HAPPY NEW YEAR to you all.

FIRST READING   Gen 15:1-6. 21:1-3 

A reading from the book of Genesis 

The word of the Lord was spoken to Abram in a vision, ‘Have no fear, Abram, I am your shield; your reward will be very great’. 
‘My Lord’, Abram replied, ‘what do you intend to give me? I go childless...’ Then Abram said, ‘See, you have given me no de-
scendants; some man of my household will be my heir.’ And then this word of the Lord was spoken to him, ‘He shall not be your 
heir; your heir shall be one of your own flesh and blood.’ Then taking him outside he said, ‘Look up to heaven and count the 
stars if you can. Such will be your descendants,’ he told him. Abram put his faith in the Lord, who counted this as making him 
justified. 

The Lord dealt kindly with Sarah as he had said, and did what he had promised her. So Sarah conceived and bore a son to Abra-
ham in his old age, at the time God had promised. Abraham named the son born to him Isaac, the son to whom Sarah had given 
birth.

SECOND READING Heb 11:8. 11-12. 17-19 

A reading from the letter to the Hebrews 

It was by faith that Abraham obeyed the call to set out for a country that was the inheritance given to him and his descendants, 
and that he set out without knowing where he was going. 

It was equally by faith that Sarah, in spite of being past the age, was made able to conceive, because she believed that he who had 
made the promise would be faithful to it. Because of this, there came from one man, and one who was already as good as dead 
himself, more descendants than could be counted, as many as the stars of heaven or the grains of sand on the seashore. 

It was by faith that Abraham, when put to the test, offered up Isaac. He offered to sacrifice his only son even though the promises 
had been made to him and he had been told: It is through Isaac that your name will be carried on. He was confident that God had 
the power even to raise the dead; and so, figuratively speaking, he was given back Isaac from the dead.

GOSPEL Lk 2:22-40 

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke 

When the day came for them to be purified as laid down by the Law of Moses, the parents of Jesus took him up to Jerusalem to 
present him to the Lord – observing what stands written in the Law of the Lord: Every first-born male must be consecrated to the 
Lord – and also to offer in sacrifice, in accordance with what is said in the Law of the Lord, a pair of turtledoves or two young 
pigeons. Now in Jerusalem there was a man named Simeon. He was an upright and devout man; he looked forward to Israel’s 
comforting and the Holy Spirit rested on him. It had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would not see death until he 
had set eyes on the Christ of the Lord. Prompted by the Spirit he came to the Temple; and when the parents brought in the child 
Jesus to do for him what the Law required, he took him into his arms and blessed God; and he said: 

‘Now, Master, you can let your servant go in peace, just as you promised; because my eyes have seen the  
Salvation  which you have prepared for all the nations to see, a light to enlighten the pagans 
and the glory of your people Israel.’ 

As the child’s father and mother stood there wondering at the things that were being said about him, Simeon blessed them and 
said to Mary his mother, ‘You see this child: he is destined for the fall and for the rising of many in Israel, destined to be a sign 
that is rejected – and a sword will pierce your own soul too – so that the secret thoughts of many may be laid bare.’ 

There was a prophetess also, Anna the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher. She was well on in years. Her days of girlhood 
over, she had been married for seven years before becoming a widow. She was now eighty-four years old and never left the Tem-
ple, serving God night and day with fasting and prayer. She came by just at that moment and began to praise God; and she spoke 
of the child to all who looked forward to the deliverance of Jerusalem. 

When they had done everything the Law of the Lord required, they went back to Galilee, to their own town of Nazareth. Mean-
while the child grew to maturity, and he was filled with wisdom; and God’s favour was with him.
